On the background of the past “KlangForschung” symposia, current research questions relevant to the future of electronic music and its interdisciplinary ramifications will be discussed and defined, with the interdisciplinary ramifications will be discussed and defined, with the aim, in turn, of achieving a broader definition of the science of sound itself.

KlangForschung 2001 will focus on aesthetic issues, their foundations (e.g. gesture in music) and the significance for the perceiver (e.g. the semantics of sound).

By promoting interdisciplinary exchange between representatives of the artistic, academic and engineering fields, the specific aim of the meeting will be to establish a catalogue of questions that can serve as a guideline for future scientific enquiry into sound.
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
