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Schelling’s Philosophy of Art
Aesthetics and the philosophy of art from an essential part in the philosophy of German Idealism, especially in Schelling’s philosophy.

Art - poetry, music, painting and sculpture - is thought of as the reality of an „absolute being“, which is conceived by the post-Kantian, idealistic philosophy. But the problem of this philosophy is just this situation: it conceives the absolute, but isn’t its representation.

The structure of the course is produced by the relevant texts of Schelling:

1. The tragedy as the genuine place of freedom and necessity;

2. the systematically carried out determination of art as a unity of freedom and necessity;

3. the explication of art and its genera as the explication and representation of an absolute unity; art as the reality of such an unity;

4. the question what it is, that art (especially painting and sculpture) shows or represents. Is art imitation (mimesis)?

The course follows a lot of seminars concerned with the idealistic aesthetics and philosophy of art; its aim is to concentrate the discussion and the hope is to get profit by the reality of art in Venice.
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
