Titian: Painting in Cinquecento Venice

The central focus of the seminar is on the work of the Venetian painter Titian (Tiziano Vecellio). 
It is dedicated to the main stages and most important pictures of his lifework. However, the presentation will not follow the life-and-work model of the artist’s monograph, but discuss Titian's opus from a different point view. It is analyzed according to the approach of the so called area studies for his connections to the particular conditions of the local area Venice. Herein included are the topographic, geographical, social, political, and finally art-theoretical circumstances. 
The workshop in Venice is planned to serve in a twofold manner: On the one hand the works of art are to be regarded in their original spatial and temporal context. For this purpose on-site papers will treat the locally preserved pictures of Titian and the artistic environment of the Venetian /Cinquecento/. On the other hand the examination will be dedicated to the exact analysis of the artistic nature and (possibly specifically Venetian) handwriting of Titian’s paintings, giving motivation why the seminar is conceived in co-operation with the Munich Academy of Fine Arts.
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
