The relationships between speech production and speech perception
The purpose of this seminar is to consider a variety of issues both theoretical and empirical concerning how the two modalities, the production and the perception of speech are interrelated.
From a theoretical perspective, the seminar will engage with many classic issues in the field including the evidence that there is a common currency of gestures between speech production and perception, the role of cybernetic control (feedback and feedforward systems) in stabilizing speech, and the extent to which speech production is controlled by the listener's capabilities in applying top-down processing to the speech signal. Other topics will include the way that the same speech signal is differently perceived depending on the speaker's dialect or first language background and the role of speech production and perception in effecting sound change. Some of the seminar will also be devoted to a presentation of available techniques for quantifying perception-production relationships in speech. The seminar is inter-disciplinary and draws upon insights from Phonetics, Linguistics, Experimental Psychology, Physiology, Computer Science, and Engineering.
The seminar will include presentations from staff, post-graduate, and masters students from the IPS Munich. Contributions will also be made by two invited experts in the field.
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
