Investigating Foreign Language Learning and Teaching in the Past, Present and Future 

Foreign language learning and teaching can be placed within a historical tradition spanning many centuries. Although this tradition is beginning to be investigated more closely, we are still far from a comprehensive overview. The proposed seminar aims to highlight some of the ever-recurring salient questions of English language acquisition in central Europe within and without educational institutions, e.g. the role and characteristics of teaching and self-study materials, the preparation of language teachers, the use of instructional aids, and the combination of content and language teaching. Wherever possible these aspects will be dealt with both from a historical and a contemporary perspective. Implications of probable and possible future developments will be discussed.

The seminar will be based on a series of papers given by postgraduate and graduate students working on theses in this field. 
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
