European Employment and Equality Law on the Implementation of European Community Directives in the Field of Employment and Equality Law in Germany and the United Kingdom

This Seminar Course would be offered to a group of 6-8 graduate students from each of the two participating university law schools. The Professor proposing the Course are agreed that it would provide a very valuable opportunity for an intensive comparative law study in a crucially important and rapidly developing field of legal scholarship which would be of real benefit to all those participating: To what extent and in what ways does the implementation in Germany/UK of EEC-Directives express distinctive features of the legal system and/or the system of employment relations and the structure of the labor market in that Member State?

It would be delivered by means of three or four extended and participatory sessions to be presented by Professors Coester and Freedland and possibly colleagues from their two respective universities.

Three particular Directives or groups of Directives would be chosen for this seminar treatment from among the following Directives or groups:
1)  Gender Equality in Employment – Directives 76/207/EEC, 2002/73/EC
2)  New Developments in the Control of Discrimination in Employment – Directives 2000/43/EC, 2000/78/EC
3)  The New Community Framework for Information and Consultation of Employees – Directive 2002/14/EC

4)  Acquired Rights of Workers on the Transfer of Undertakings – Directive 77/187/EC, 98/50/EC and 2001/23/EC (consolidatory).

Upon confirmation by the Professors organizing the course that a student had actively participated in all of the three (or four) extended sessions, and had written in preparation of the seminar an essay of satisfactory standard and of 1500-2000 words in length on one of the seminar topics, the student would be granted a Certificate of Satisfactory Completion of the Course
